De Hoop Nature Reserve

• De Hoop is located approximately two and a half  hours drive 

from Cape Town and is located between Arniston and the 

Breede River mouth

• De Hoop is a 36000 hectare nature Reserve and includes 3 

nautical miles of  marine protected areanautical miles of  marine protected area

• 86 mammals, 260 migrant and resident bird species

• World Heritage Site (Cape Floral Kingdom) – endemic species 

of  fynbos amongst the estimated 1500 plant species

• The De Hoop vlei is a Ramsar site (international recognition for 

bird species found there)

• 9 cottages

• Kitchen Facilities:

cutlery, basic kitchen utensils, sink (dishwashing liquid & sponge cutlery, basic kitchen utensils, sink (dishwashing liquid & sponge 
provided), braai equipment (NB: fetch braai grid from reception)

• Bedroom setup:
– 1 double room (either twin or double bed), 1 twin room & 1 bunk room. 

Linen and hangers provided

• Bathroom:
– Shower, basin, toilet, bath mat. Bathroom towels, soap, hand wash, 

shampoo & conditioner, body wash & body lotion provided
